threatened with closure, but weasmved with

arweh downsizing in important areas. The Center

formerly had beds for 20, but now only 15.
There are 14 girls currently in residence. This is
the only program fogirls in Sonoma County. A
full time teacher was reduced to part time and
some staff was lost, leaving only 1 supervisor
and 1 counselor.

Maria was on the Member Screening Committee
along with some of our Rotarians, who
interviewed the girls. She wagwoud to report
that they had 6 graduates this year. Alejandra
received the VOM Scholarship and used it to get
her CNA Certification. She applied for a job, but
has to wait for her Certification card to arrive in
the mail. In the interim, she is attendi Napa
Junior College in pursuit of her Nursing Degree.
Also applauded was Jessica, who gained
employment and has not been back in the
system.

Work-Ready Certificates are presented to girls
after they have completed courses to prepare
them to go out @d work. Portfolios are put
together for them. Five girls will be receiving
their Certificates. Kaylee gained employment at
Big Johndés Supermar ket
