         COMMUNITY & VOCATIONAL SERVICE PROJECTS

These photos, and descriptions, illustrate a few of the major community philanthropic accomplishments undertaken by the Rotary Club of the Valley of the Moon.  These projects were made possible by contributions from fund-raising events and many volunteer hours provided by club members.    
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R (RECOVERY) HOUSE is a residential counseling and high school facility for teens with dependency problems, most of whom are wards of the court.   The club provides career and educational guidance, resume assistance, help in establishing gardens, picnics, holiday gifts and dinners.  As a transitional facility, R House operates The Coffee House at 1710 Mendocino Avenue (shown).

THE SIERRA YOUTH CENTER The Sierra Youth Center is a residential treatment program for female adolescents, adjudicated by the Juvenile Court. It provides intervention aimed to modify inappropriate behavior.  The Club assists in establishing a vegetable garden, and promotes vocational training equal to that offered at the boys’ facility.  The club’s interest in the physical and educational conditions at the facility has resulted in a major investigation and report by the Grand Jury.  The club constructed a garden shed and teaching facility (shown). 
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ELEMENTARY SCHOOL ASSISTANCE:  At bilingual Flowery School, volunteers provided weekly tutoring/reading programs, and home school literacy program. Books are donated to libraries at Flowery, El Verano & Whited schools.  At Douglas Whited School, club volunteers engage in a tutoring/reading program. The club provided educational materials for their tutoring program.
SAINT JOSEPH’S MOBILE HEALTH CLINIC - VACCINATION PROGRAM has been continuously funded for over 10 years.  Initiated by a Rotary Foundation matching fund grant, this program helps fund a traveling health clinic that serves farm and service workers and their families in Sonoma County.
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SCHOLARSHIPS: The club grants scholarships annually to graduating high school and transferring Santa Rosa Junior College students.   The club sponsors youth attendance at RYLA summer leadership camp and Rotary Summer Camp. 

PLAY STRUCTURE:   In celebration of Rotary’s 100 years, the club funded the design and construction of a play structure and adjacent landscape development located in the Kenwood Park.
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
