COMMUNITY & VOCATIONAL PROJECTS

These local photos illustrate a few of the major accomplishments of the Valley of the Moon Rotary Club since its inception nine years ago, achieved through successful fund raising events.  The projects represented below enhance the quality of life within our local community, by promoting ethical standards and providing financial assistance for the education of youth within our community.  
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1710 COFFEE HOUSE The Coffee House at 1710 Mendocino Avenue is operated by R House, a residential program in Santa Rosa as a job-training program for teen-age students in recovery programs.  Valley of the Moon Rotary provides guidance and career planning, scholarships, support for their garden projects, holiday dinners and gifts for the students.
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SIERRA YOUTH CENTER GARDEN PROJECT This garden shed was completely funded and built by Valley of the Moon Rotarians.  The SYC garden is being redeveloped into a self-sustaining small business to provide career skill development for the teenage women who are assigned to this program.
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FLOWERY SCHOOL KIDS

Volunteers provide weekly support for the tutoring and reading programs, organize and package reading materials for students.  We have purchased new library books and ESL materials to enhance educational efforts.  Additional grant money has been received from other Rotary sources to support these programs as well.
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BLANE GRANT MOBILE HEALTH CLINIC

Club funds are provided annually to continue a Mobile Health Clinic for the immunization of farm workers and their families in Sonoma County.  Additional grant money was received from other Rotary sources.
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SRJC SCHOLARSHIPS

Rotarians fund four scholarships for students attending local schools.  Two scholarships are for students transferring from Santa Rosa Junior College to a four-year college or university, and two scholarships are for local students who are studying to earn a vocational certificate or license.
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TOT LOT DEDICATION

Club members held fund raising events for three years to construct and build this permanent climbing structure called a “Tot Lot” for children at the Kenwood Plaza Park.
